Articles of Association

of the

We, the undersigned, residents of ______________________________________ in the state of ____________________ have associated ourselves under the following articles of association for the purpose hereinafter stated.

Article I -- Name
The name of this organization is the Phi Delta Theta Alumni Club of __________________________________.

Article II -- Object

This organization is formed to cooperate with the General Fraternity of Phi Delta Theta in fostering a spirit of fraternalism and loyalty among the alumni of Phi Delta Theta, and in encouraging and coordinating activities of alumni in the welfare of the Fraternity. This club will also promote, through cooperation with the general Fraternity, closer fellowship among the alumni of Phi Delta Theta.

Article III -- Membership
All persons who have singed the Bond of Phi Delta Theta and are in good standing with our Fraternity, residing in or near to __________________________________, may be member of this club.

Article IV -- Officers
The officers of this club shall consist of a board of ten directors elected by the general membership. This Board of Directors shall elect from its number or from the general membership, a President, Vice President, Secretary and treasurer. The retiring president shall be responsible for convening of the new Board of Directors for the election of officers. The President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer shall perform the usual duties as may be prescribed in the by-laws.

Article V -- Meeting
Meeting shall be held at least twice each year and at such more frequent intervals as the Board of Directors may deem proper. One meeting to be known as the Founders Day meeting shall be held in the early spring and shall be designated as an Annual Meeting for the election of officers.

Article VI -- Dues
The annual dues of the club shall be $___________ payable in advance, at the time of the annual meeting.

Article VII -- Representation
There shall be elected a member of this club to represent it at the General Convention of Phi Delta Theta.

Article VIII -- By-Laws
Such by-laws may be adopted from time to time as shall be deemed advisable by this club.

Article IX -- Amendment
These Article of Association may be amended by a majority vote of those present at an Annual Meeting of the club.

BY-LAWS
SECTION ONE
All officers and committees not otherwise proved for shall be chosen by the club at any regular or special meeting and in such manner as the meeting may decide.

SECTION TWO
The time and place of any meeting including the Annual Meeting shall be determined by the Board of Directors, proper notice being given to all members.

SECTION THREE
Five or more members shall constitute a quorum sufficient to do business at any regular or special meeting duly called by the Board of Directors.

SECTION FOUR
In addition to the duties imposed by Article Four of the Articles of Association, the Secretary shall keep a record of the proceedings of all meetings of the club; shall conduct all correspondence with the General Headquarters in Oxford, Ohio, shall send reports to The Scroll of al dinners and similar gatherings held by this club; shall report to General Headquarters the names and addresses of all alumni in ________________________, all marriages, deaths, public honors and other items of interest concerning alumni of the Fraternity.

SECTION FIVE
It shall be the duty of the Treasurer to receive all moneys paid to the club, and to disburse money on order properly signed.

SECTION SIX
These by-laws* may be amended by a majority vote of those present at any meeting of the club.
